  describe the characters, setting, and conflict using meaningful sensory descriptions and details that enable the reader to visualize the experiences in your narrative.
  organize your story in a clear and logical manner, including a beginning, middle and end.

· Make sure you have a topic sentence in the first paragraph.

· Use transitions between paragraphs and other places where they help the sentences flow. 

· Don’t forget a concluding sentence at the end.  
  use well-structured sentences and language that are appropriate for your audience.
  edit your work to conform to the conventions of standard American English.

· Edit for correct subject-verb agreement.

· Make sure each sentence begins with a capital letter and ends with end punctuation.
