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Ament, Joseph:  the editor of the Hannibal Courier newspaper where Samuel was apprenticed when he was 14 or 16 years old.

Bixby, Horace: the pilot of the first riverboat Samuel Clemens worked on

Clemens, Clara (1874 -1962 ) : Samuel’s daughter, born in 1874.  She managed his estate and guarded his legacy after his death.

Clemens, Henry (1838 – 1858):  Samuel’s younger brother (younger by three years) whom he persuaded to work on a riverboat, and the riverboat blew up, killing Henry.  Samuel felt guilty about that the rest of his life.                                                                      Jean and Samuel

Clemens, Jane  Lampton, known as Jean  (1880 -1909):  Samuel Clemen’s daughter, died by drowning in a bathtub following a heart attack thought to be related to her epilepsy. 

Clemens, Jane Lampton  (1803 - 1890): Samuel Clemen’s mother, born in Elmira, New York.

Clemens, John Marshall  (1798 - 1847):  Samuel’s father, born in Campbell County, Virginia.
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Clemens, Langdon: Samuel’s infant son who died in 1872.

Clemens, Olivia Susan (Susy)  (1872 -1896) : Samuel Clemen’s daughter. She died of  spinal meningitis at age twenty-four.

Clemens, Orion (1825-1897): Samuel Clemens’ older brother – older by ten years, owned a newspaper in Hannibal, at one time secretary of the Territory of Nevada

Clemens, Samuel  Langhorne (1835 – 1910) : author, adventurer, and the subject of this book, also known as Mark Twain. 
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Jennie: slave girl who belonged to Samuel Clemen’s father

Langdon, Olivia  (1845 -1904: Clemens married her in 1870.

Twain, Mark (1865 - 1910): pen name of Samuel Langhorne Clemens

Uncle Dan’l:  a slave on Samuel’s uncle’s farm – basis for Jim, the runaway slave in Huckleberry Finn
